There has been an average improvement of 60% in answering questions in activities involving automatic response and practice
across the mathematics curriculum.

We would like to particularly congratulate Shaina and Ryan Brook, and Anna King for their outstanding achievement in being
nominated the ‘Top Three Concept Masters’ in grade 5/6. To achieve this level they would have had to achieve a concept
mastery level of 85%+ on pre tests, activities and post tests. Their overall mastery levels ranged from 85% to 97%. Well done
Shaina, Ryan and Anna.
